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WITTMAN STATEMENT ON EIGHTH ANNIVERSARY 
OF 9/11 ATTACKS   

“Today we mark the eighth anniversary of the attacks of September 11th. My heart goes out, 
especially to the families of the First District, who lost loved ones on that day in the Pentagon.  
On that date, America renewed the commitments which have been met by generations of 
Americans throughout history and which we continue to fulfill today. These include standing 
firm in the face of tyranny, remaining vigilant against those who seek to harm America and its 
allies at home and abroad, and defending the rights and liberties of those too weak to defend 
themselves.
